Our Work This Term Will Include…  

During our ‘Celebrations’ topic we will be researching festivals around the world, looking at Victorian 

Christmas traditions, finding symmetry in rangoli patterns, writing a play script about The Gunpowder Plot 

and studying Aboriginal Dreamtime stories in art.  

In Language & Literacy we will be writing factsheets, comparing festivals, writing poems for Remembrance 

Sunday, describing characters and settings, writing play scripts and story writing.       

In Maths we will be adding and subtracting using single and tens digits. We will be solving multiplication 

sums using repeated addition before moving onto multiplication grids, and solving division sums (including 

remainders) using our multiplication knowledge. We will be learning about paying for items and calculating 

change, finding halves and quarters in practical situations, understanding the properties of 2D and 3D 

shapes. Also, we will be collecting and sorting data using Carroll/Venn diagrams.
