Our work this term will include…   


Our topic this term is ‘Journeys’.  It will involve learning about different types of transport and how we make connections with other places. In ICE COOL we will be thinking about the history of transport and asking historical questions to find out what transport was like in the past. Also we will be following directions and plotting the route taken to find the hidden treasure. In Language the children will be creating their own fact sheet on transport from around the world and learning how to research. The children will be learning how to write a letter and a shape poem for St David’s Day based on daffoldils .  We will be continuing our work on descriptive writing. In Mathematics we will be focusing on addition and subtraction. We will also be learning how to plot data using block graphs and learning how to use coins to make different amounts of money and give change . The children will be learning to to tell the time using a analogue and digital clock. In ICT the children will be focusing on how to input data into databases and creating a vlog. 
































It would be very beneficial for your child’s learning to practise reading with them every day. Please could you initial your child’s reading record to show they have read with you. When they have read their book , more than once, your child will be able to choose a new book from their colour band. Also, please could you practise your child’s spellings and  Learn Its (which you will find in the back of their spelling books.)
